Jason won the last race here
last year so we started off with
the setup he won with. First
session was a short session so
spent the session getting use to the
car around the little track finishing up 6th
fastest. We made a big change to the car for the

second practice in the rear springs and it worked.

| was 5th fastest in the session only .06 behind series veteran Tim Edgell.

Qualifying:

We made some more changes to the car for qualifying. Being part of a two car team we used this to our advantage by
changing different things on each car to see which way was the right way to go set up wise. My car felt strong but we
didn’t use our best set of tyres and ended up 6th fastest.

Top 10 Shootout:

| knew the car felt strong and | was really comfortable in it. We had a fresh set of new tyres on, so | had to make the
most of it. | got plenty of heat into them on my warm up lap to make sure | could attack the lap straight away. | was
happy with my lap as it was the fastest | had been all weekend putting me in 5th but made one mistake over the back
which cost me roughly two tenths of a second.

Race 1:
Starting on P5 was always going to be hard. You
have the line for the first corner but for the
2nd and 3rd corners you are put on the
outside line. We went back onto
older tyres for this race as well.
| nearly held my position at the
start but the front guys got
together and | had to slow
up. | lost a position to Nick
Ross at the start dropping
me to 6th. The car struggled
with understeer throughout
the whole race and | couldn't
drive around it. | held 6th right
until the finish collecting some
good points.
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Race 2:

This was the top 10 reverse race. Due to the understeer we made a change to the rear bar for this race | was starting on P3
with Ross Cameron on pole. This was the first time Ross had been on pole and he wasn't up to the same pace as some of us.
| knew | was going to loose out but | had to try and minimise it. | lost two positions which wasn't too bad and | made my way
back to 4th by the end of the lap. A little incident in front of me moved me up to third. | was holding out series leaders Angus
Fogg and my team mate Jason and had reasonable pace until | made a slight mistake at turn 1 and put my right rear tyre in the
dirt. | slipped wide at turn 2 letting Foggy and Jason pass me. | stayed with them but wasn't fast enough to make a move.

| finished 4th as Martin Short got a penalty and | also set the 3rd fastest time for the race.

Race 3:

Once again | started on P5 which is on the inside. At the start | slipped back to 6th when | missed a gear and Edgell got past
me down the back straight. We had good car speed as we could put pressure on him and the guys in front of him. The pitstops
came around and a couple guys made theirs early. | put in some quick laps before | pulled in for mine. The guys at Tulloch
Motorsport did an awesome pitstop leaping me from 7th on track to 5th! | caught up to 4th placed Simon Richards, but with
the nature of the tight track in Timaru | just couldn't find away through. | put pressure on him for the rest of the race hoping he
would make a mistake but he didn't meaning | finished 5th.

Overall:
This weekend at Timaru we made good gains, both
in myself and the car, finishing 4th overall. We
are proving to others that we are starting to
knock on the door of a podium.
